Job Responsibilities:

1.
Know and understand and abide by the Official Special Olympics Sports Rules and NGB Rules.

2. Assist the Head Coach with the proper instruction of athletes within a particular sport, including but not limited to:

a. sports skill instruction

b. warm up/stretching

c. assist with development of an emergency plan

d. Supervising/rooming with athletes at Regional/Invitational/State events.

Abide by the SOCT Volunteer & Coach Behavior Code

Attend Special Olympics Coaches Seminars and Training Schools to gain information to improve the quality of training for athletes and become a Certified Special Olympics Coach.

Coordinate activities with the Head Coach as required.
