CHAPERONES

To provide assistance and support to Special Olympics Connecticut teams/local programs in the non-sports areas of athletic training and competition.

Job Responsibilities:

To know and abide by the Mission and Philosophy of Special Olympics. 

2.
To assist SOCT Head Coaches and Assistant Coaches in the direct care of athletes at Special Olympics practices and competitions.

Duties may include:

· Transport athletes to and from practices, competition and other events.

· Provide for the general welfare, safety, health and well being of each athlete by providing coverage for the duration of Special Olympics practices and competitions.

· Provide meal and overnight coverage to athletes at State/Regional Competitions under the direction of Team Head Coach.

· Have a basic knowledge of the definition, causes and variations of intellectual disabilities.
· Be knowledgeable and familiar with the special care and health needs of your athletes.  Become familiar with medications, allergies, behaviors, etc.  Review athlete medical form and keep a copy easily accessible while chaperoning.

· Familiarize yourself with emergency exits, emergency phone numbers and personnel as well as where to get assistance if needed.  Know your athlete’s events and secure a competition schedule from your Head Coach if you are responsible for escorting athletes to their events.

· Assist your athletes with packing and unpacking their personal items at events.  Develop a packing list for your teams and check their bags before they depart to see if all items are there.

Job Responsibilities

Duties May Include:
